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A Resolution to Create a Carbon~Neutral Government '1, 
1 Whereas: Global warming has been widely accepted as fact; 

2 Whereas: The United States contributes three-quarters of all human-related greenhouse gas 

~ emissions; 

4 Whereas: There is strong evidence that global warming may lead to an increase in extreme 

5 weather, economic collapse, an increase in infectious diseases, and the collapse of 

6 entire ecosystems. 

7 Therefore, be it resolved that: All United States federal agencies must submit an annual report to the 

8 Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regarding the quantity of direct greenhouse gas 

9 (GHG) emissions and indirect GHG emissions generated by electricity and air travel used 

10 by the agency and its personnel. 

11 Be it further resolved that: The EPA will create an annual GHG reduction plan so that 

12 (1) No federal agency's GHG emissions will exceed that of FY2010 starting in FY201l; 

13 (2) All agencies will be required to reduce its GHG emissions annually by a minimum of 

14 2% of measured FY2010 totals starting in FY2011, so as to achieve zero net federal 

15 GHG emissions by FY2060. 

16 Be it further resolved that: Any agency found failing to achieve the EPA standards shall receive a 

17 decrease in federal funding of no less than $10 million to be decided by an EPA­

18 appointed committee.

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The Currency Reform Act of 2008 

1.	 Article I: The United States Mint will adjust the size ofUS. paper currency to 

2.	 ensure that all paper currency has a distinctly different size. 

3.	 Article II: The current twenty dollar bill will remain the current size. Larger 

4.	 denominations will be minted in larger sizes and smaller denominations 

5.	 will be minted in smaller sizes. 

6.	 Article III: The US Mint will begin minting one dollar and two dollar coins to 

7.	 replace one dollar bills in the US. monetary supply. 

Article IV: The U.S. Mint will issue coins/bills on a dollar to dollar basis as old bills 

9.	 are removed from circulation and the minting of one dollar bills ceases. 

10.	 Article V: The United States Treasury Department shall be placed in charge of the 

11.	 implementation of all provisions of this bill. 

12.	 Article VI: The new coins and paper currency will begin printing on January 4th
, 

13.	 2010. The old currencies will also cease printing on the same day. 

14.	 Article Vll: All other laws in conflict with this bill shall hereby be declared null 

15.	 and void upon passage of this bill into law.

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A Bill Shrinking the Size ofthe Federal Government 

Section 1. This Congress creates a Bipartisan Commission on the Size of Government 

2 tasked with determining bureaucracies that are either a) inefficient b) outdated 

3 or c) can be delegated to the states. 

4 Section 2. In six (6) months, this Commission shall report their findings to the Congress 

5 along with a suggested program of deletion or delegation for current Federal 

6 Bureaucracies. 

7 Section 3. Within three (3) months of the presentation of the Commission's findings, 

8 Congress must vote on the program proposed by the Commission. 

9 Section 4. If the proposed program is not passed, the Commission will reconvene for a 

10 maximum of three (3) months to discuss a more acceptable program. 

11 Section 5. Congress will then have one (1) month to pass this program. If Congress is 

12 unable to pass this program proposed by the Commission, the President is urged 

13 by to shrink the size of the Federal Bureaucracy by Executive Order. 

14 Section 6. Congressional Earmarks must be added to bills so that they may be debated 

15 openly on the floor of Congress. 

16 Section 7. Earmarks may make up only five percent (5%) of the total of any spending 

17 bill. 

18 Section 8. Any laws in conflict with this bill are declared null and void.
